Today is Legislative Day No. 28 with 9 more to go — the
main run of the Session will end on March 14, 2014
(L.D. 37) and the final day of March 31, 2014 (L.D. 38)
is being reserved to consider Gubernatorial vetoes.
Both Houses did remarkably well in acting on the bills
that originated in their respective chambers by the
“crossover” date of Tuesday, Feb. 25", Both Houses
completed their work and adjourned by 5:00 PM —
normally they have long days on crossover day. The
House is now holding Committee hearings and acting
on Senate bills and the Senate is acting on House bills
with the final date for a bill pass both Houses being
March 11, 2014.

Progress was made on SDATAT bills during the week.
SB 103 (civil penalty for damage or removal of highway
signs) was approved by the House on Feb. 26". The
House added a minor amendment which the Senate
must now concur before it is sent to the Governor for
his signature.

HB 1133 (the township clean-up bill) was scheduled for
a hearing in the Senate Local Government Committee
on Feb. 26™; however the timing did not work out for
Sen. Vehle, the prime sponsor of the bill, who also
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chairs the Senate Transportation Committee which meets
at the same time. So, the bill was rescheduled for hearing
on Monday, March 3™. It will be on the Senate Floor on
Tuesday or Wednesday, depending whether or not it gets
amended in Committee.

HB 1140 (the road and bridge capital improvement tax
bill) had a hearing in Senate Taxation on Feb. 24" There
was opposition from the Department of Revenue on hav-
ing the levy outside of the tax freeze limitation, and con-
cern was expressed by Committee members about the
public notice given to the voters regarding their ability to
vote on the tax levy at the Annual Meeting. So, final ac-
tion on the bill was held over to allow time to work on an
amendment dealing with the public notice requirements.
The bill is now scheduled for Committee action on Mon-
day, March 3". It is expected that the bill will be ap-
proved in Committee, then it will go to the Senate floor
on March 5. That is where all of YOU can help again by
contacting your Senators this weekend.

It seems like the Session has been hectic and a lot of
work, but it is quickly coming to an end in just 2 weeks. |
want to thank all of you for all of your help again this
year.
